What’s in this photo? Harris Levine ran a garment factory from the home he shared with his wife Jenny and five children from 1892-1904. Fabric would arrive by contract, already cut, ready for Harris and his workers to put it together. Harris would likely work the sewing machine – the most important job and the one that made sure a contract got completed. He’d sit by the window, where there was the most light, so he could continue working as long as possible.
Prompt: This tour is often referred to by visitors and staff as "The One With the Pink Dress." What other details stand out to you?
